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1. INTRODUCTION

Since the late 2020s, | have written and published twelve books on assorted topics to
share knowledge and experiences, but mostly because | enjoyed it, and it helped bridge
the inky corona crisis usefully. Writing is meaningful, keeps the mind sharp and is a top
sport. In this volume, | have written (short) stories on a variety of themes, which to the
reader may seem unrelated at first glance but may be related to closer inspection.

For 12,800 years, our collective history has shown several common threads. Empires rose
and disappeared again silently or with a big bang. Pride often comes before fall. Natural
disasters, famines and epidemics like the plague plagued mankind regularly. | have
become convinced that 11,800 years ago, a global natural disaster occurred that wiped
out already highly developed societies, most of which were located on coasts.

The global sea level rose steadily by 120 meters. That is different from the few
centimeters at the end of this century that ecofascists scare you with daily. Do not get
me wrong, there are few people who care less about flora and fauna than | do but
remain realistic. | will come back to that later. According to some scholars, the disaster
12 millennia came from a huge comet impact, others from a giant meteorite.

But that is not what this booklet is about. It is about various challenges and dilemmas
that many people struggle with and in this booklet, it is larded with witty anecdotes. | did
the same with my books on history because most people find history dead boring, and
few people read those kinds of books anymore. Multidisciplinary history is not boring at
all and offers you insights into the past, the present and the future because while history
does not repeat itself, it does rhyme, according to Mark Twain.

The stories are based on contrary insights, sometimes controversial knowledge, my own
experiences, adventures and escapades. The stories are about impending geopolitical
disasters, such as war, deteriorating educational quality, embarrassing political
governance, mediocrity in almost all sectors of our society, hubris and arrogance of the
so-called collective West, image formation, perception management and cognitive
dissonance in many, about non-functioning mainstream media and their blind
propaganda, as well as funny incidents and life lessons.

Some stories are short, others longer, depending on the theme and my inspiration. What
is that inspiration anyway? It is also about psychology, such as a disturbed male-female
relationship, the ever-shrinking of individual freedoms, in short about opportunities and
shortcomings that have creeped into our society since, say, the late 1990s.

What is this paper money backed by and is unlimited fiat money printing wise
eventually? Is there such a thing as a free lunch? So, what makes a person happy and are
we happy when you look at the grumpy heads on the streets and consider the incredibly
high number of chronically ill people? Surveys that are supposed to show that we are so
happy and (mentally) healthy | distrust because they can be politically motivated.

Mental health is linked to physical health. Journalists in the mainstream media, who are
supposed to follow the government objectively, expertly and critically, are in bed with
the government and large wealthy advertisers. Reliable investigative journalism de facto
no longer exists and that is serious because a democracy can only flourish with critical
journalism based on facts and sound analysis and not on deliberately incompetent
propaganda broadcasters, who spare the government in everything and see it as their
job to cajole and cover that government when it fails.

In addition, these prestitudes now pay more attention to which third-rate celebrity is
doing it with whom, how often and with whom even more. Sylvie Meis with her golden
pussy, is a good example. It has become tabloid and sewer journalism. Can we still
blindly trust judges or has much of it become activist and why do most have a D'66
background?

About my stories in this booklet, | can be brief, whether you love it or not, whether you
laugh at it or not, whether it offers you new insights or not. | cherish the adage | agree to
disagree with, because a sharp dialogue based on facts and valid arguments from
multiple perspectives is much needed to grow and is the salt of the earth. Nothing is
more deadly and mind-numbing than always agreeing with each other to keep the peace.
That is why | am excited like a jester in a king's court, holding up a mirror to people at a
time when satire has all but disappeared.

| was born and bred in Rotterdam, and it is in my DNA to speak straight. You may not
make friends with that, but it contributes to your self-respect. If one likes acting, then
you should go to drama school. If the reader gets angry about certain statements, then
that is fine. Always ask yourself what the root cause is of why you get angry.

Because it cuts the wood and tarnishes your unshakeable human and world view and
makes you insecure? Know thyself was the motto of the wise ancient Greek and we have
forgotten that too. Today, we live in a kind of Alice in Wonderland, in a fictional reality
created by the mainstream media, politicians and opinion makers, in which Orwellian
doublespeak is gaining traction.

War is peace, tyranny is democracy, freedom is a straitjacket. Vapid and self-righteous
politicians excel in visionless, semantic nitpicking and how they come across in the
media. Much of what we are presented with daily is not based on facts, but on wishful
thinking and gut feelings. It is a dreamed or rather a prescribed reality that you must
believe in, just like cultists blindly follow their guru.



This could have serious negative consequences and even lead to the end of Western
civilization that we owe to the Greeks and Romans. We are living in an extremely
dangerous geopolitical period due to several escalating sources of conflict, which if we
dig a little deeper, we have caused ourselves, such as the proxy war in Ukraine. | know
that country is like the back of my hand and lived there for years and was there in
February 2014 when the US staged a coup in Kiev.

After a total collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991, he resurrected Russia
like a sphinx and that country is fully back on the map as a world power, and Russia has
become an extraordinarily innovative, beautiful country with dazzling fashionable cities
and more freedom than at home in the West.

If you do not believe me, check out the thirty most beautiful cities there on YouTube or
go there when the dust of this insane proxy war has settled. Our mostly state-sponsored
or big-party advertiser-funded mainstream media is two drops of water like the Pravda in
the darkest days of the USSR.

That simple black-and-white thinking of present-day
politicians and mainstream media, while easier to digest, does not contribute to
understanding the root causes of complex crises.

Yes, Hitler later revealed himself as the anti-Christ, but comparing Putin to this is a gross
disgrace. If we had had a little more respect for his achievements and taken Russia's
legitimate interests seriously, this terrible war would have been avoided and what the
European economy did not collapse, as it is now, if only because of the spotty natural
gas, which a modern industrialized country cannot do without.

The Americans are laughing in their fists as they sell to Europe their four times more
expensive liquid gas. One might expect our government leaders in Europe to look after
the interests of their citizens and businesses to the maximum, but nothing could be
further from the truth. They manifest themselves as true globalists and, like loyal vassals,
lick the boots of the US, a country in serious decline and de facto financial bankruptcy.

A certain polarization in our political scene is a blessing precisely because it can be the
engine of a meaningful social discourse.

2. THE SUNDAY SCHOOL TEACHER

My eldest sister Ada was a lookalike of Elisabeth Taylor, a knockout Brunette, with a strong,
smart, but not too pretty personality. There is no doubt that all young, as well as older, men
were at her feet, but she chose a gnome in which compared to the bellringer of Notre Dame,
was a hunk. Besides Sunday school teacher, in daily life he was a car salesman, a
representative of Peugeot, but in retrospect that also turned out to be just a cover or side
job.

My grandfather died of
starvation during that hunger winter and that is one of the worst forms of dying.

Uncle Jan and my father certainly counted themselves among the resistance as my father
evaded Arbeiteinsatz and his mother said to an Obersturmarschfiihrer who knocked on the
door. My grandmother held a hand and said that my father was insane, and the Germans did
not like that, and this non-fanatical Nazi drooped, but it is certain that my grandmother
would have killed this German had he acted differently.

In doing so, my grandmother forgot that if she had done so, the whole street would have
been killed, because the Nazis adhered to the principal tooth for whole teeth. In our family,
we harbored a deep dislike and hatred for Nazis and Germans, also because they had
bombed the center of Rotterdam, and many generations of our ancestors were born and
raised in Rotterdam.

It was striking - and | only realized this much later - that the deportation and persecution of
Jews was rarely, if ever, mentioned. | only learned about that tragedy in high school. My
father regularly challenged Uncle Jan because, according to Jan, everything was etwas besser
und groser in Germany. According to that uncle, German shepherds in Germany were bigger
and everything was better regulated, ranging from healthcare to car inspections, and that
was true.

Uncle Jan was happy in Germany, but my father defaulted to irritating that after some time
and then made fun of him for being a rotten nazi, usually just before Jan and Ali went back
home. Some time before that, Uncle Jan routinely baked some kind of oil balls, which he
called sputnik and which you could have played tennis with as well.



This uncle once gave me a tracksuit, which | used to go skating in, and that oversized suit
was so flexible that my friends called me Yogi Bear while skating. | did not like skating at all, |
loved summer, and skating gave me cold hands and cramps in my legs. | also did not like
watching skating on TV and with regularity, three Dutchmen became number 1, 2 and 3
every year, at least that is how it felt to me, and it looked like a kind of self-praise.

No gave me football with footballers gifted by our dear lord like Johan Cruyff, Willem van
Hanegem and Robbie Rensenbrink. Also popular were Mohammed Ali's fights, for which my
father and | got up in the middle of the night. We lived in lush green Zuidwijk in Rotterdam,
at Stoutenburg 7c, and for 19 years | had the best imaginable childhood there, for which |
could wish.

| cannot explain this well to my children because they have no idea what golden age | grew
up in and this is one of the causes of today's generation gap. You cannot miss what you
never experienced yourself. We had a lot more personal and natural freedom than now, and
a man was a man, and a woman was a woman and people who were visibly mentally
disturbed were carted off by blue car straight to nearby Delta.

Society had clear logical structures and political protagonists, judges and administrators gave
confidence. That sounds reactionary, but it was just a fact back then. Millennials then say o
according to you so everything used to be better than now, that cannot be right. No not
everything was better, but a lot was. There was positive energy in that garden city.

From the age of 4 to 18, | always played outside in all weathers and played football for hours
every day with the boys from the neighborhood, some of whom later made it to Feyenoord’s
1st team and the Dutch national team up to twenty. Although after years | could play
football very well, could do everything with the ball, was lightning fast and had good game
insight, | dropped out at 19th because | was not monomaniacal and motivated enough and
had a much broader interest.

In football and other top sports, you can only reach the top if you are completely
monomaniacal and spend all day with the ball, even in your dreams. If you have put all your
energy, time and dedication into football and just do not make it to the top, you become a
postman, which, by the way, there is nothing wrong with and that happened to my best
friend Gerrie Broere at Feyenoord 1. Wim Rijsbergen got that permanent spot as a forward
and he did not.

| chose my sweetheart and studying at 19¢, and for the rest of my life | had an unbridled
interest and curiosity in science, philosophy, history, economics and geopolitics. At 17¢, | had
suddenly seen the light and was a lousy student before that. One day, my brother-in-law
Arie had forgotten his briefcase with us and my father and uncle Jan, who were up for a joke,
could not take their eyes off it. The temptation became too great and eventually they
opened the suitcase.



To their great surprise, it did not contain a Bible, as might have been expected, but all kinds
of sex toys with enormous dildos that were impressive for the time, and which any frigid and
soured Christian woman would undoubtedly have enjoyed daily. Together with one Joop
Wilhelmus, Arie turned out to be one of the first porn bosses of our country, who within a
few years thereafter effortlessly raked in millions annually with his sanctimonious, prickly
and fat head.

there anything wrong with honoring your father and mother?

As
parents, you can take such good care of your children and expect a lot from their upbringing
and sacrifice yourself, but the reality is that the good or the rotten character is present
(latent) almost at birth and immutable, no matter what many a psychologist, psychiatrist or
other behavioral scientist insistently claims. Besides, it is often 1-way traffic.

| later understood from my parents that some of my sisters were jealous because | got more
than them in eyesight, but in doing so, they forgot that | was an offspring and only boy, who
grew up in a much more prosperous period of our country than they did, and that my
parents were poverty-stricken in their childhood. Many women do not excel in empathy -
which many HRM experts do claim as a core quality - and besides, jealousy is one of their
seven vices. Unbelievably, | have never been jealous of anyone.

Some people, like plants, are attracted to light, others to darkness and grow towards it or
turn away from it - like a Joran van der Sloot - and no mother dear can do anything about it.
It is unfortunately a harsh reality, and you can only make it worse by pampering and
pampering children too much. Then they often become true ungrateful monsters.

Friends and acquaintances you can pick yourself, family unfortunately not. My mother was a
kind of white female Nelson Mandela, a strong mental woman with excellent common sense
and highly developed sense of justice, a hard worker who worked in the Zuider hospital in
Rotterdam-Zuid in addition to caring for five children. She had hardly attended school, she
was streetwise, and | am not exaggerating, she had in later life the intellectual capacities of
an average professor, proving once again that the importance of common sense and street
wisdom are grossly underestimated in our society.

Nice hear those diplomas and bulls -and my wall is full of them metaphorically speaking- but
the virtues of the classical Greeks, being able to think logically and courage are much more
important in life. Her analyses and logical arguments were usually impeccable, original,
realistic and practically feasible, while in the last year and a half | have heard numerous
highly learned gentlemen and ladies, including those outside medical science (on corona,
climate management and the proxy war in Ukraine) utter the utmost nonsense without any
embarrassment.
